Call for Proposals

There will be three types of proposals for presentations and workshops at this year’s conference:
1. One Hour Presentation/Workshop:  this is a one hour presentation or workshop 

2. One Hour Job-Alike Session:  the facilitator of this session will lead a group of professionals with common roles and responsibilities in a discussion of specific questions or topics 

3. Fifteen Minutes of Fame:  the presenter will have 15 minutes to share best practices

b. Facilitating self-awareness and/or self-determination

2. Advocacy 

a. Supporting students in the development of self-advocacy skills

b. Special education program development—development, monitoring, evaluation, and improvement

c. Collaboration and making connections with school professionals

d. School-wide initiatives that enhance special education programs

e. Collaborating with parents/families to develop/increase advocacy for students

3. Interventions 

a. Process for identifying students with special education needs

b. Pre-referral strategies

c. Effective strategies for specific special needs

d. Strategies to increase access to the curriculum

e. Balancing multiple intelligences and deficit model approaches
